Anchors Aweigh Boat Show Rules

The following are the primary rules governing the show. Contact AMDA for a full set of Boat Show rules.

1. Sponsorship
The Anchors Aweigh Boat Show is sponsored by the Alaskan Marine Dealers Association.

2. Qualifications to participate
Any member of the AMDA current with dues for the activity year may participate. Non-AMDA members may participate upon authorization of AMDA Board of Trustees. AMDA reserves the right to refuse space or the distribution of literature to any firm, organization, or person not exhibiting the theme of Alaska boating.

3. Staffing: Space must be staffed all open hours of the show

4. Use of space

a. Sales are encouraged and allowed.

b. Exhibitor may be asked to furnish manufacturer’s endorsement to represent and/or sell products.

c. Only boats or marine-related products or services are allowed in the show.

d. Boats, equipment, and products must meet each of the following standards:

i. The appearance of being factory-original new condition

ii. No appearance of being used, damaged, or “wet”

iii. Never have been delivered to a customer

e. Violation of standards is subject to the following sanctions:

i. Removal of the item(s) from the show

ii. $500 fine per item

iii. Exclusion of exhibitor from future shows and forfeiture of AMDA points

f. Animals are not allowed in the display spaces.

g. Uses of other products to enhance a vendor’s display and intended to draw traffic while in the context of the show theme are allowed.

h. The AMDA Board of Directors reserves the right to authorize the display of products and services throughout the show in order to enhance the quality of the show and benefit its vendors.

5. Insurance/liability (bulk space holders and multiple booths). Exhibitor agrees to maintain a public liability and property damage insurance policy with minimum limits of $500,000.00 from an insurance company authorized to transact business in the State of Alaska subject to suit in the Municipality of Anchorage. AMDA must be named as additional insured on the certificate of insurance. AMDA, its trustees, show Directors, the Dena’ina Civic and Convention Center and its owners, officers, managers, and employees are exempted and indemnified by claim for injury, damage, destruction, or loss caused by exhibitor and any claims for injury to the exhibitor. Exhibitor assumes complete responsibility for any loss, damage, or destruction of its property and/or injury caused by or to any of its employees, agents, or representatives, and accepts responsibility for any personal injury or property damage as a result of collapse or failure of its display or any act of negligence. Under no circumstances will the show be liable for any loss of sales or other consequential damages. If in the exclusive and sole discretion of the AMDA it is deemed inadvisable to conduct the show due to governmental regulation or order or if the governmental regulation or order prevents holding the show, AMDA shall return exhibitor’s payments after deduction from a pro rata share of actual expenses incurred by the show up until the decision was made.

6. Acts of God
Neither AMDA or the Directors shall be liable for refunds or liabilities if the show cannot be held due to fire or other calamity, by act of God, i.e., earthquake, blizzard, public enemy, strikes, statutes, ordinances, any legal authority, or any cause beyond control of the AMDA or Directors.

7. Amendments interpretations

a. Exhibitor agrees to comply with all pertinent laws, codes, and regulations of the Municipality of Anchorage and other authorities that affect the show.

b. AMDA shall have the right to dispose of the space in any manner it considers in the best interest of the show without liability of any kind to the exhibitor on the part of AMDA, its trustees, or the Director.

c. The parties agree that any dispute arising under this agreement, or in any way connected with the operation of the show, shall be subject to arbitration of the American Arbitration Association.

8. Allocation of space
AMDA has sole authority to allocate and assign space, to group like or related products, and to consider such aspects as previous participation, experience, competition, safety, size, logistics, and policies of host facilities and agencies when doing so.

9. Disputes over space

a. Disputes between/among exhibitors will be resolved by the Directors.

b. Should this prove unsuccessful, the Directors will refer to AMDA’s point system, meaning that all factors being equal, the exhibitor who has belonged to AMDA for the most years and participated in the most AMDA sponsored events will have the advantage.

10. Sublet/sharing space

a. Exhibitors may not sublet or share space; however, factory representatives are permitted.

b. Exhibitors may host third-party service agents with the Director’s approval.

11. Floor plans requiring 360o viewing or special locations must be approved by AMDA in advance of December 1.

12. Exhibit guidelines

a. General appearance of show takes precedence over any individual exhibitors and exhibitors are expected to be considerate of each other’s needs.

b. A schedule will provide for an efficient and safe move-in; however, AMDA shall not be liable for any loss caused by delays.

c. Exhibitors must erect and dismantle their displays.

d. Use of power tools, performing general carpentry or painting, or clean-up during the hours the show is open for public viewing, is prohibited.

e. All materials must be in good condition and meet Municipal fire, safety, and building codes.

f. Boxes too large to be stored in the display area must be removed from the facility.

g. Exhibits are limited to the space assigned, and trailer tongues, wheels, stairs, stem drive, etc., may not extend into aisles or adjoining spaces.

h. Trailer tongues must be protected so that they cannot cause trips, falls, cuts or collisions.

i. All constructed ramps, steps, scaffolding, etc. must have a finished, painted appearance or be covered by flame resistant fabric.

j. For structures built to provide access onto boats, these guidelines must be met:

i. Load bearing surfaces must be constructed to support twice the maximum anticipated width to be carried at one time.

ii. Steps: rise not to exceed 7”; run not to exceed 10”, and width a minimum of 36”

iii. Handrails on platforms should be 30” to 34” above steps

iv. Vertical slats must have a width between slats not to exceed 4”

k. All opening, spaces, holes or crevasses between the side of a boat and a load bearing surface; i.e., ramp or stairs, must be covered or be so narrow that a person’s foot could not fit into it.

l. Carpets must be taped securely to the floor in such a manner that edges cannot cause falls.

m. AMDA will control objectionable sound levels.

13. Fire and flammables

a. Exhibitors are required to have at least one currently serviced ABC fire extinguisher; 2.5# minimum UL classes 1A10BC.

b. Exhibits longer than 50’ on any side must have two fire extinguishers.

c. Combustibles are governed by the currently adopted International Fire Code.

d. No explosives, flares, gasoline, LPG, kerosene, acetone, or other flammable fluids or substances may be used or shown in display areas or booths.

e. Engines must be empty of all fuel, batteries must be disconnected, and all gas caps must be taped shut.

14. Advertising

a. Exhibitors are encouraged to consider the value provided by the show’s media co-sponsors so as not to imperil the future co-sponsors’ support or cast doubts about the ethical standards of the AMDA.

b. To insure the public receives accurate information and the integrity of the AMDA is maintained, exhibitors are encouraged to promote the “Anchors Aweigh Boat Show”.

c. Radio remotes should be coordinated to minimize confusion with promotions planned by the show.

15. Registration

a. Exhibitors will be asked to provide the names of personnel for identification badges. The exhibitor’s company name that signs the Application for Space is the name that will appear on the badge.

b. Badges must be worn during move-in, all show hours, and during move-out.

16. Any person who is not officially registered with the show and who attempts to display, show, or sell any products at the show (including exterior parking lots) will be told to leave and their products may be confiscated.

17. Fax
Show will provide "pooled" fax service at the show office.
18. Security
Security will be provided for items indoors during open hours and subject to Center conditions. As there will be no outdoor displays, no security will be needed outside.

19. Soliciting/Raffles
Soliciting and raffles are not allowed without AMDA approval.
